You probably receive emails like this
regularly. They are part of a widespread
email scam called advance-fee fraud

(also called 419 fraud or Nigerian scam).

The number “419” refers to the number
of the Nigerian Criminal Code dealing
with fraud.! The procedure is always the
same. The sender starts by mentioning
a very wealthy deceased relative and

a frozen bank account in a war-torn

or unstable country, then promises
compensation for financial assistance
before subsequently transferring the
money—but not as initially stated. It’s
easy to see there’s something fishy. But
what exactly? Do these con artists try
to get your bank account information
so they can drain it? Is it an identity
theft tactic? A fraud attempt? All of
the above!

Stealing confidential information and

using it to pose as someone else is fraud.

If you know about various scams, you
will be better able to avoid them.

Here are some of the most common ones:

—Emails requesting personal informa-
tion such as your contact details,

social insurance number, and bank info

—Fear-inducing messages that create
a sense of urgency with statements
like “reply immediately!” or “limited-
time offer”

—Promises of easy, fast money
—Spelling and grammatical errors

—Basically, if the offer seems too good
to be true, it probably is. Don’t be
fooled! Be informed.
